Some Favorite Config Options

visible_message lines =1

— To maximize real estate of graphics window
trail_dir - Set to local path

— Avoid writing trail files over the network.

— A "temp" folder on the root of C: works well, but be sure to have all users use
the same local location

sketcher_starts in_2d = no
— Default is Yes, this causes reorientation of part to sketch orientation.
— 3D gets you sketching quicker.
show_axes for_extr _arcs = yes
— Default is no which will not create an axis for the C/L of an extruded arc.

— (These are nice to have for downstream features you want to reference to the
arc.

allow_move_view_with_move = yes

— Default is no which locks the view upon creation. Set to yes allows you to
move the view upon selection.



More Favorite Config Options

o frt_enabled = yes
— Allows access to Feature Recognition Tool

 allow _mfg_in_assem_mode = yes

— .mfg file is now obsolete. This allows opening of mfg assemblies
in standard assembly mode vs. mfg mode.

o display_popup_viewer = yes

— Enables popup thumbnails to be viewed in File Open dialog,
Model Tree and Server Quick View dialog (PDMLInk)

 Tip: Freezing Copied Geometry to Prevent Failure

— You can prevent Copy Geometry features from failing when a
reference is missing. If you set the configuration file option
fail_ref _copy when_missing_orig to no (the default is yes), the
system automatically freezes any copied geometry for which the
original reference is missing. This prevents the Copy Geometry
feature from failing. A warning is displayed.



Handy Mapkeys

Tip: Before creating a mapkey, check to see if
a hotkey already exists:

— Regenerate = ctrl-g,
— Default Orientation = ctrl-d
Open System Calculator

— Copy/Paste calculations into your session instead
of potential errors that may occur from using a
handheld calculator

— Path: C:\Windows\System32\calc.exe
Spurge

— Spekan Purge tool

— Allows version renumber to .1

— Delete unwanted auxiliary files from working folder
Navigator Panel open/close

Browser Panel open/close

Assembly & Family Table tips

Tip: Using Extra Constraints

— You can add more constraints than are necessary to place the component in
an assembly. This is called overconstraining. Even when the position of a
component is completely constrained mathematically, you may want to specify
additional constraints to ensure that the assembly follows your design intent.
Although you can specify up to 50 constraints, PTC recommends a limit of 10

Tip: Speeding Up Instance Retrieval
Pro/ENGINEER retrieves an instance from disk using the following process:
Retrieves the generic
Copies the generic in memory
Changes that copy according to the parameters of the Family Table instance
Regenerates the copy
The generic and the instance are then both held in memory.

If, however, you have saved a particular instance as a separate model (using File
Save or File Save a Copy), then Pro/ENGINEER retrieves it directly without
going through the regeneration process—at a considerable savings in time
(especially for complex models with many features and/or components). However,
the instance no longer has any ties to its former generic, it becomes stand-alone.



Hyperlink Your Notes

» Create a Hyperlink in a Note

* You can associate a hyperlink and screen tip with a model note during note creation, or
attach them to an existing note in your model.

1) When creating or modifying a note, click Hyperlink in the Note dialog box.

» At any other time, select the note on the screen or in the Model Tree, right-click on it, and
select Add Link from the shortcut menu.

» The Edit Hyperlink dialog box opens.
* Inthe text box, type a URL or internal link that you wish to associate with the Note.
3) (Optional) To create a screen tip:
* Click Screen Tip. The Set Hyperlink ScreenTip dialog box opens.
* Type your text in the text box. Click OK.
4) Click Ok in the Edit Hyperlink dialog box. The note color changes to indicate there

is a hyperlink associated with it. By default, it turns blue and underlined. The actual

color and style depend on your Browser Options, available under Tools in the top
menu bar.

* If a note has a hyperlink associated with it, you can edit or remove the hyperlink by
selecting the note on the screen or in the Model Tree, right-clicking on it, and selecting
Edit Link or Remove Link, respectively, from the shortcut menu.



Dynamic Sectioning?

Kind of...

 Create a Datum Plane offset/parallel to desired sec  tion

» Create a section from this plane and Set Active (In View Manager)
« RMB on Datum Plane, Dynamic Edit and move throughp art

» Works only in part mode as there is no Dynamic Edit in Assembly mode
— You can always download Creo Elements/View Express and use that...



Replace Parent Sketcher Elements

Deleting a sketch element with dependencies?

— When editing a sketch that has elements with children, you can replace
the old element with a new one and avoid failure of children that reference
the element such as rounds:

1. Create a new element

2. Highlight old element

3. Select Edit Replace, select the new element and follow any prompts
4. Accept and move on



Sketch filters and Sketcher Palette

 Sketcher Filter

— Section filter selection — Geometry, Dimension,
Constraint (Set to Dimension)

— Window around all dims, RMB, check Lock scale
alter dimension of an element

— X-SEC - pick intersecting surfaces of model to add
references that intersect with sketch plane (Useful
for variable section sweeps)

o Sketcher Palette
— Location: Pro loadpoint - \text\sketcher _palette
— Existing sketches can be altered

— Custom sketches can be added in their own folder
and have their own tab



Use intent functionality

* Intent Selection for edges and surfaces
— RMB watch what is selected as you toggle through.
— Select a surface, RMB then LMB to toggle all surfaces around a protrusion

— Set Smart Selection filter to Geometry RMB an edge LMB to toggle through
available intent edges



Variable Pull Direction Draft

e |nsert Advanced VPPD

The draft angles of a Variable Pull Direction Draft feature can
be set at selected points:

« At the end points of the draft edges or curves

« At datum points that lie on the draft edges or curves

» Along the draft surface

— You can also set the draft hinge in a separate position
from the pull direction reference surface.

— A good example of a variable pull direction draft is the
design of an automobile tire. You can design the treads to
become narrower as they become deeper, and you can
apply deeper drafts from the same reference surface as
the shallower drafts.

— You can apply a Variable Pull Direction Draft to either
solid surfaces or quilt surfaces but not a combination of
both. The first selected surface determines the type of
additional surfaces to which you can apply the feature.



Geometry Pattern

Use the Geometry Pattern
tool to pattern selected
geometry or selected
features in the current part.
You can also solidify the
geometry patterns as
required.

« The Geometry Pattern tool
— Select surfaces using most efficient tool (i.e. surface/bounds)
— Select Edit Geometry Pattern

« The same pattern types are available in the Geometr vy Pattern
dashboard as in the Pattern dashboard, with the exc  eption of the
Dimension Table and Reference pattern types.

o Copies surfaces, patterns and solidifies using one tool

« Use for large arrays of multi-feature geometry tod  ramatically reduce
regeneration times

Windows 7 Search

e Quickly locate files, programs, etc. from the star

File Access - Favorites

 Add commonly accessed folders to the favorites for one-click
access

— Browse to desired folder RMB on Favorites select add current location to
favorites



File Access - Libraries

 Add folder to Libraries for instant view access
— Multiple files and folders you want quick access to
— Create a folder in libraries, pick it and select include a folder
— Can have multiple files/folders from local or network directories/etc.



Taskbar

Taskbar has been revised
— Application icons and task icons are no longer separated.
RMB desktop application shortcut — Pin to Taskbar
— Add application to the new taskbar
— Can be dragged to desired location on the taskbar
— Shift + Select icon opens an additional instance of the application
Shift  Select Application
— Opens another session of selected application
Previews
— Hover cursor over taskbar icon to see open documents
Jump lists
— RMB on application icon, or hover cursor on application in start menu
— Allows you to open recently accessed documents
— Opens document in the application if it is not currently launched

— Items from Jump lists can be dragged/dropped such as dragging a document into
an e-mail.

Shake, Peek, Drag & Snap

« Shake - Shake an application window to minimize/maxim ize all
windows

 Peek - Allows you to see through all application win dows to your
desktop

— Hover your cursor over the peek button on the right end of your taskbar to
reveal your desktop temporarily, remove to return to previous view

— Click to minimize all windows, select the desired open application from your
taskbar to show only that application window

 Drag the window to the top of your display to maxim 1ze it
— Drag it back to return to previous window size
 Snap - Drag a window to the left or right side of di  splay to snap to %
screen
— Use to compare files
— Have your Outlook e-mail and Calendar side-by-side on a second display
— Drag drop from a windows explorer window to an open application



Applications

Record a problem
— Takes screen shots of your activities,
saves as a zip file to forward to support, etc.
« Sticky notes
— Paste these babies all over your desktop
e Calculator
— Additional calculation capabilities added
« CMD
— Open that DOS Command Prompt quickly
 Wordpad
— Now opens MS Word docs
